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Step 2
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We call the number on top of the line the numerator – it tells us the number of parts we are thinking about. We call the number under the line the denominator – this tells us the number of parts the whole is divided into








Step 1





We use fractions when we divide something that is whole into equal parts








I know how to write a fraction and what each part means.








Step 3


If something is divided into 3 equal parts and 


you take one part you will have 1/3  (a third)





If something is divided into 4 equal parts and you take one part you will have ¼ (a quarter)





If something is divided into 5 equal parts and 


You take one part you will have 1/5 (a fifth)





If something is divided into 6 equal parts if 5 parts are coloured green you will have one part left = 1/6 (a sixth)





SUCCESS!


Remember to count how many parts each whole is divided into and place this under the line. Count how many of these you are interested in and place this number on the top.
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
